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MODEL T’s TO MUSTANGS

ANTIQUE CARS RETURN TO STAMFORD MUSEUM AND NATURE CENTER ON MAY 6TH
Stamford, Connecticut (March 8, 2006) – Car lovers of all ages can take a ride back in time when dozens of antique and classic cars pull onto the grounds of Stamford Museum and Nature Center on Saturday, May 6th  for the museum’s third annual Model T’s to Mustangs event.   Spectators will find themselves on a real trip through automotive history -- marveling at the engineering of the classic beauties, seeing some amazing restorations, and spending time talking with the owners of cars built between 1900 and 1979. 

This year, there will be approximately 60 cars in the show, representing many American and foreign automakers.   Each entry will be professionally judged and awards will be presented in several categories.   There will also be a “People’s Choice Award,” voted on by the audience. 

Model T’s to Mustangs co-curator Rosa Portell says, “the Fairfield-Westchester county area is home to several top-notch antique and classic car collections, whose appearance in the show never fails to thrill attendees.”    Ms. Portell, who is the Curator of Collections at Stamford, adds that, “this event has been growing in size and is gaining a reputation for its quality as well as its friendly atmosphere.   Our gorgeous park-like setting enhances the presentation of the cars, and the owners and their helpers readily share information about their vehicles with everyone. It’s just a great day!”

Last year’s entries included a 1909 Model T, 1928 Rolls Royce Ascot, 1929 Packard 640 Sports Phaeton, 1936 Buick Roadmaster Convertible, 1940 Lincoln Continental Cabriolet, 1947 Cadillac 62 two-door convertible, 1956 Studebaker Golden Hawk, 1956 Mercedes 300 SL, 1956 Corvette, 1963 Ferrari 250 Pininfarina Coupe, along with many other outstanding autos.

Admission for the public to the Model Ts to Mustangs show is included in the Stamford Museum and Nature Center entrance fee. (Adults $8.00; ages 4-14 $4.00; seniors 65+ $6.00; members and children 3 and under are free).    The show runs Saturday, May 6 from 11:00am to 3:00pm (rain date is Sunday, May 7).   Proceeds from the event will benefit the SM&NC’s arts education and exhibition initiatives. 

This year’s show also includes a special Art for All: Open Studio event based on cars.   Explore new ways to paint by trying out some exciting alternative painting tools.   Then put your new skills to work by creating your very own colorful car collage.  There is a studio fee of $5.00 per person, or $20.00 per family for the Art for All: Open Studio event.   Adult supervision is required for children ages 3-12.
